Please put your bins out in front of your
property by 6am on your collection day.

Please make sure you put the right thing
in the right bin, as we don’t collect
recycling bins containing the wrong items.

Easy ways to reduce your household waste:

* Rinse out recyclable jars, bottles and food containers so that they can go
into your blue top bin.

* Putall food and garden waste into your green top bin.

* Take excess waste and larger items to the Re-use and Recycle Centre.
The service is free to residents - bring a valid driving licence or council
tax bill as proof of address.
